School
counselors have an ethical responsibility
to read and abide by the ASCA ethical
standards and adhere to the applicable
laws and regulations. Following are
details about the revisions to the stan-
dards. 

Preamble 
� In addition to school counselors, the

preamble holds school counseling pro-
gram directors/supervisors and school
counselor educators accountable in
providing support and upholding the
ASCA Ethical Standards. 

� Creating and maintain safe school
environments has been added to the
preamble. 

Section A
� Ethical guidelines regarding student-

teacher relationships have been
added. 

� Confidentiality is written in a more
comprehensive way (e.g., how to
explain the limits of confidentiality,
developmental and chronological age
needs to be assessed). Informed
signed consent by students and/or
parents/guardians is an essential
aspect in developing collaborative
relationships. 

� School counselors need to understand
and abide by legal parameters includ-

ETHICAL STANDARDS
REVISED
Significant revisions to ASCA’s Ethical
Standards for School Counselors, reflect-
ing the changing role of the school coun-
selor and the diverse needs of the pro-
fession, were unanimously approved at
the July 2010 ASCA Delegate Assembly.
PSCA’s six assembly delegates reviewed
and approved the additions and changes.
View the recently published revised 
standards in their entirety at

ing the Family Rights and Privacy Act
(FERPA, 1974) concerning confidential-
ity, student records and technology. 

� Guidelines emphasize the use of data
to help close the gaps in achievement
and opportunity. 

� School counselors need to make the
necessary referrals that are within the
school counselor’s scope of education
and competence, and it is not appro-
priate to lead therapeutic groups in a
school setting. 

� Comprehensive school counseling pro-
grams should include curriculum and
interventions when cyberbullying is
interfering with the educational
process. 

Section C
� Guidelines for collaboration have been

added. 
� School counselors should recognize

teachers, faculty and administrators
who can be powerful allies in support-
ing student success. 

� Carefully filter confidential information. 
� Develop a plan for transferring student

records. 
� A new sub-section, Collaborating and

Educating Around the Role of the
School Counselor,” has been added.

NORM GYSBERS
KEYNOTES PSCA
ANNUAL CONFERENCE

Norm Gysbers, Ph.D., presents his keynote
address Friday, Feb. 25, 2011, at the PSCA
Annual Conference, “Navigating New
Worlds,” at the Lancaster Host Resort and
Conference Center in Lancaster, Penn.,
Feb. 23-26, 2011. 

In the early 1970s, Gysbers began shift-
ing the school counseling profession away
from the perception of school counselors
as solitary professionals to a comprehen-

sive developmental school counseling
program for all K-12 students. He bases his
comprehensive model on the idea that
school counseling is an integral part of a
school’s educational mission rather than

an ancillary service. Gysbers address on
“The Evolution of School Counseling:
Changing Structures, Purposes and
Practices” shares his knowledge of the
history of school counseling and its status.
Gysbers serves as curators’ professor,
interim chair of the Department of
Educational, School and Counseling
Psychology at the University of Missouri-
Columbia. He is also the editor emeritus
of the Journal of Career Development.

GRANT OPPORTUNITY
FOR BULLY 
PREVENTION
The Highmark Foundation provides
funding to the Center for Safe Schools
(CSS), which affords an opportunity for
170 schools to adopt the research-based
Olweus Bullying Prevention Program
(OBPP). The grant is funded through
Highmark Healthy High 5, a $100 million,
five-year initiative. The CSS awards indi-
vidual grants to schools to implement
the OBPP during the 2011-12 school year.
PA CARES (Creating an Atmosphere of
Respect and Environment for Success)
provides bully-prevention tools, techni-
cal assistance and resources to execute
the program within the schools.

Highmark awards the grants on a
rolling basis. To be eligible, a school must
be located wholly or partly within
Highmark Foundation’s 49-county service
area, and it must not have participated in
prior Highmark Foundation-funded or
OBPP bully-prevention efforts within the
past four years. Public, private and
parochial elementary, middle, and junior
high schools can apply. High schools that
include eighth grade are also eligible. For
more details and application information,
visit www.bullyingpreventioninstitute.org,
and click on “Grant Opportunity” on the
right-hand side of the home page.

PSCA BUILDS
RESOURCES FOR NEW
CTE PROGRAM
This is an exciting time for Pennsylvania’s
career and technical education (CTE) stu-
dents. The Pennsylvania Department of
Education’s initiative, under the Carl D.
Perkins Act of 2006, has implemented
Programs of Study (POS). POS incorpo-
rate secondary education and postsec-
ondary-education elements. They include
the opportunity for secondary-education
students to participate in dual or concur-
rent enrollment programs or other pro-
grams granting postsecondary-education
credits that lead to an industry-recognized
credential or certificate, associate or bac-
calaureate degree at the postsecondary
level. 

This means that career and technical
education students who meet the qualifi-
cations set forth in the guidelines are able
to enroll in an approved postsecondary
school and begin their college experience
with at least 12 college credits. CTE stu-
dents are recognized for their accomplish-
ments and are encouraged and challenged
to continue their education. 

CTE parents experience a cost savings,
which is often paramount, and they can
also feel proud as their students experi-
ence the rewards of their accomplish-
ments.
