In May 2009, PDE announced policy changes to
Chapter 49, Aincluding
Qualifications Matrix and
on the PDE Document Library). Although the Faculty
Quialifications Matrix is eliminated, the instructor must
still provide evidence of their expertise to teach the PDE
competencies either through certification, experience,
scholarship or degree. PDE required hours can be met
either through credits, hours or any combination thereof.
These changes may make the incorporation of Chapter
49 objectives/competencies into existing programs more
manageable; however, it is still unclear exactly what
these policy changes mean to preparation programs. In
fact, interpretations of policy changes and implementa-
tion may vary among university personnel.

Ulti mately, t he
tion must be submitted to PDE for approval. Although
the implementation of the requirements into some exist-
ing coursework and programs may be challenging,
Counselor Educators do agree with the necessity for
Professional School Counselors to be knowledgeable
regarding the needs of special education students and
ELLs.

Preparing School Counselors

PDE provides a table that serves as a guideline
for training institutions as they prepare candidates for
school counseling. The table lists objectives, uses job
specific language and tasks, and offers examples of ex-
periences relevant for the School Counselor. As a re-
sult, School Counselors in the field who have the oppor-
tunity to supervise school counselors-in-training during
their practicum or internship placements will become
familiar with some of the Chapter 49 objectives/
competencies. Many of these objectives/competencies
will be embedded in the coursework requirements that
guide the experiences of the intern. Ultimately, supervi-
sors will need to direct the experiences of their interns as
they develop these areas of competence and gain
knowledge in working with students with disabilities and
ELLs.

The Ponnsulvansia COUNSELOR
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receive from the high school guidance system when it
comes to choosing a college or career or getting finan-
cial aid for college. It finds that 60 percent of those who
went on to further education gave their high school
counselors poor grades for their college advice, and
nearly half say they felt like "just a face in the crowd."
The report shows a correlation between the degree to
which students have a good relationship with their
school counselors and whether they make decisions that
land them at the right institutions and with a plan to pay
for college. It finds that students who get perfunctory
counseling are more likely to delay college and make
more guestionable higher education choices. Fifty-one

effort to know them had a scholarship or other assis-
tance in paying for college. Findings also indicate that
advisors at institutions of higher education receive better
ratings.

The report, based on a national survey of young
adults ages 22 to 30, is the second in a series of studies
on college completion conducted by Public Agenda and
funded by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation.

The recently released study by Public Agenda
illustrates what can go wrong when there are not enough
school counselors to support students and when school
counselors are placed in positions preventing them from
performing the functions they were trained and hired to
do. Although the American School Counselor Associa-
tion, the American Counseling Association, the American
Psychological Association, the American Medical Asso-
ciation and other organizations recommend a pupil-to-
school-counselor ratio of 250-to-1, the national average

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In addition, as the study notes, school counselors
are increasingly called on to do work outside of their mis-
sion, including: "discipline issues and sorting out sched-
uling and other administrative mix-ups with the high
school."

ASCA agrees with many of the conclusions of the
Public Agenda study: more school counselors are
needed, and existing school counselors should not be
overloaded with non-counseling duties preventing them
from spending time successfully guiding students to aca-
demic success and postsecondary education. ASCA
works closely with school administrators, professional
school counselors and the colleges that train school
counselors to ensure the highest level of professional-
ism, but the burden on even the best school counselors
has obvious implications for their ability to help students.

ASCA believes the findings of this study can serve
as a wake-up call that could bring about substantial and
needed changes. The study points out that "young peo-
ple who characterized their interactions with counselors
as anonymous and unhelpful were less likely to go di-
rectly from high school into a postsecondary program.”
Therefore, strong relationships between school counsel-
ors and students can lead to more students seeking
postsecondary education. This is a good opportunity to
provide a positive perspective on the problems and to
highlight the need for supporting school counselors so
they can be effective, rather than eliminating their posi-
tions because some consider them to be ineffective.

ASCA hopes to work with policymakers, education
leaders and the Gates Foundation, which underwrote
this survey, to place more certified professional school
counselors in our schools and to allow them to help stu-
dents improve academic achievement, career planning
including postsecondary education, and personal and
social development..
